The Basque Urban Agenda “Bultzatu 2050”, foreseen to be approved in October 2019, will provide a strategic framework
for urban regeneration projects in the Region in the long term.

HIROSS4all will develop an innovative integrated home renovation service for private residential buildings
(condominiums). The project will develop an economically viable business model that brings together active citizen
engagement and an innovative financial instrument, making the service suitable for vulnerable populations.

The home renovation service will focus on significant energy efficiency improvement and also consider the social
dimensions of the renovation process, such as accessibility, comfort, security, neighbourhood/cultural identity and
mutual trust. By the end of the project, the model will be upscaled to the whole Basque Country:.

The “double coverage” from public institutions (Basque Government: overall strategy and regional dissemination /
Municipalities: Development of pilot-projects) and the development of an innovative financing model (the EuroPACE
approach) will make it easier to facilitate turn-key solutions to homeowners, covering the whole customer journey. In
addition, the vetting & training from the Basque Govrenment will enable citizens to gain access to reliable professionals
covering the renovation journey.

A report commissioned by Basque Government in 2011 ("Diagnosis of the intervention needs in the Basque Autonomous
Community building stock renovation") identified that 31% of Basque population was living on “vulnerable” or “very
vulnerable” districts. This project targets these neighbourhoods.
